THIS INFORMATION SHEET IS FOR ALL PILOTS VISITING OUR ANNUAL CAMP
· THE STRIP IS 600 METRES LONG AND IS APPROXIMATELY 2,000’ AMSL WITH A 3% SLOPE FROM THE WESTERN END UPWARDS TOWARDS THE RANGES. VECTORS 06/24
· LAUNCHING IS DOWNHILL (24). THE CIRCUIT IS GENERALLY LEFT HAND AND WE LAND ON 06 (UPHILL).  THE STRIP MUST REMAIN CLEAR AT ALL TIMES, SO WHEN YOU LAND YOU MUST CLEAR THE LANDING AREA AS SOON AS POSSIBLE
· THE LOCAL RADIO FREQUENCY TO BE USED FOR THE CIRCUIT AREA AND WITHIN 8 KM RADIUS OF THE STRIP IS 134.45. “KAWHATAU BASE” IS THE GROUND STATION CALLSIGN
· TO RELIEVE THE LOCAL FREQUENCY USE 133.55 OUTSIDE THIS AREA. Both frequencies will be monitored
· IN THE CIRCUIT PLEASE MAKE 3 CALLS TO “KAWHATAU TRAFFIC”; ONE STARTING DOWNWIND, ONE STARTING BASE, ONE STARTING FINAL.  ALSO STATE IF YOU ARE No 1 OR 2 IN THE CIRCUIT, TO ASSIST OTHERS IN THE CIRCUIT
· PLEASE PARK YOUR GLIDER ON THE SOUTHERN (HILL) SIDE OF THE STRIP.

· WHEN FLYING PLEASE GIVE OP’S NORMAL &  POSITION REPORT CALLS EVERY 30 MINUTES TO KAWHATAU BASE OR A GLIDER WHO CAN RELAY FOR YOU.  Use the local reporting points depicted on our Orientation sheet where possible.

· Please space your position reports from other glider calls to allow the ground controllers adequate time to note your information

· IN THE EVENT OF A MISHAP OFF THE STRIP (OTHER THAN A NORMAL OUTLANDING) THE INSTRUCTOR OF THE DAY WILL TAKE WHATEVER ACTION IS REQUIRED TO EXPEDITE A SAFE RECOVERY OF PERSONNEL AND THEN AIRCRAFT.  EXPENSES INCURRED IN SEARCH AND RESCUE OR RECOVERY WILL BE TO YOUR ACCOUNT.

· IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOU TAKE A CHECK FLIGHT TO FAMILIARISE YOURSELF WITH THIS CHALLENGING SITE BEFORE FLYING YOURSELF.
REMINDERS
· WE ARE RELATIVELY FREE OF AIRSPACE RESTRICTIONS, BUT YOU NEED A CURRENT (VNC Sheet C2) MAP WHEN GOING ON CROSS-COUNTRY ESPECIALLY TO THE SOUTH & WEST.
· IF OPERATING IN UNCONTROLLED AIRSPACE, KEEP CLEAR OF CONTROLLED AIRSPACE BOUNDARIES, ESPECIALLY IMMEDIATELY WEST OF MANGAWEKA TOWNSHIP; A MARGIN SIMILAR TO THAT FROM CLOUD (500FT VERT./1NM HORIZ.) IS RECOMMENDED IN THIS AREA.

· AS P-in-C YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE CONDUCT OF YOUR FLIGHT AT ALL TIMES
